Do not connect
more than one lighting
element to any outlet.

Corridor guidelines in place

The City Commission, in February
2003, adopted entry corridor guidelines
based on “The Design Standards for
Entry Corridors, Guidelines for Public
and Private Improvements,” prepared by
Herbert-Halback, Inc., and dated Janu-
ary 24, 2000. The document was
adopted as the design standards for the
entrance corridors.

For nearly fifty years, restrictions have
geen in place that are
specific to St. Aug-
ustine’s five historic
preservation (HP) dis-
tricts, but there have
been no such regula-
tions or guidelines for
the primary thorough-
fares leading into the
city, areas known as
entrance corridors.

The City Commis-
sion recognized that St.
Augustine’s character
has taken centuries to
develop and that the
introduction of inhar-
monious elements in
and adjacent to
nei%hborhoods and the downtown area
could quickly destroy the city’s appeal.

The areas affected by the standards
are: King St. from Granada St. west to
Palmer St.; San Marco Ave. from Castil-
lo Dr. north to US 1; Anastasia Blvd.
from the Bridge of Lions south to the
city limits; and most recently, West Cas-
tillo Drive, a HP 5 district.

In general, the guidelines state that:

* All new construction and site devel-

opment within the entry corridors, ex-
cluding work within right-of-way, shall
conform to the new standards;

* Any change in the use of a parcel of

property shall require that the site, ex-
cluding buildings and facilities, be devel-
oped to conform to the standards,
unless technically infeasible;

¢ Each element or space of a building

or facility that is altered shall compl
with the standards, unless technically
infeasible; and

* When an alteration to a building or

facility that incorporates exterior renova-
tion constitutes 50% or more of the
assessed value of the building or facility,
the entire building or facility shall be
made to conform to the standards.

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Catch basins for ramnwater only

Hey, what’s in your
catch basin? The City
hopes there’s unpolluted
rainwater and nothing
else.

Your catch basin is at
the curb on your street
where rainwater washes in
and eventually flows
through underground
storm drains into our
waterways such as the
Matanzas River. When
residents use the catch
basins for other uses such
as emptying pesticides,
grass clippings, pet wastes
or water runoff from
washing cars, eventually it
ends up polluting our
waterways.

There are ways to keep-
ing our catch basins an
storm drains free of pol-
lutants. Wash your car
on your lawn so that the
water soaks into the earth;
divert roof water to lawns
or gardens; bury or flush
pet waste; bag your grass
clippings to be picked up;
and properly dispose of
your greases and oils.

We want our waterways
to be as clean as possible
so it’s important that we
do our part, however
small that may be, to
avoid polluting our water-
ways. Water, as we know,
is not a renewable re-
source.

Did you know? The aver-
age 100 year flood eleva-
tion in St. Augustine is
nine feet.

Did you know? The
amount of yard debris
picked up within the City
after storms Charley,
Frances and Jeanne to-
taled more than the
amount usually picked up
in one year.

Did you know? If you
have a street light out, you
can report the outage to
FPL at 1.800.361.5162.
Have the number of the
light pole and the closest
street address available.

Did you know? The City
picked up 2,668 tons of
yard debris after the
storms Charley, Frances
and Jeanne.
