  WHEREAS, trees in our City increase property values, enhance the 
economic vitality of business areas, and beautify our community as a source 
of joy and spiritual renewal, and,  
 
  WHEREAS, St. Augustine has been recognized as a Tree City USA by 
the National Arbor Day Foundation for more than two decades, and is 
committed to continuing its tree planting program, and 
 
  WHEREAS, trees, wherever they are planted, are a source of joy and 
spiritual renewal, and 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, the City Commission of the City of Saint 
Augustine, does hereby proclaim Friday, January 16, 2009 as ARBOR DAY 
in the City of St. Augustine, and urges all citizens to support efforts to 
protect our trees and woodlands, to support our City's urban forestry 
program, and to plant trees to gladden the hearts and promote the well-being 
of present and future generations.
